CLASS ATTIRE: 
 
Drama Class: Comfortable, loose-fitting (but not excessively baggy) clothing and footwear that allow 

freedom of movement should be worn.

Ballet Class:  All students must wear pink tights, black leotard and pink ballet shoes.  A separate ballet 

skirt may be worn.  Hair must be pulled back from the face.  Jewelry should not be worn. 

Students should wear their street clothes over their ballet attire to enter and exit the studio.  Ballet attire 

is only to be worn in the studio.

SEVERE WEATHER POLICY: 
 
In the event of severe weather, Creative Expressions may be required to cancel classes.  It is the 

responsibility of the students or parents/guardians to be aware of cancellation status on severe weather 

days.
