Directions to Fields

E ion Presbyterian Church Fiel

From route 8 follow the Orange Belt east for 6.3 miles. East Union Presbyterian Church signs
are also strategically located along the way. Be sure to make a left to follow the Orange Belt at
Crossroads Motorsports. (The Orange Belt leaves route 910 at this point — stay on the Orange
Belt as the East Union Presbyterian Church sign here indicates.) The Orange Belt will take you
through Bairdford and eventually on your left will be Deer Lakes Middle School and
Intermediate Unit, then West Deer Municipal Building, and finally Deer Lakes High School.
Immediately after Deer Lakes High School, the Orange Belt turns left however East Union
Presbyterian Church is straight ahead on East Union Drive. There is an East Union
Presbyterian Church sign here also. Continue straight for 1/2 mile. The church is on the right.
The parking lot is to the left of the church and the field is behind the church and community
center.

Since the bridge on route 910 crossing the turnpike to the west of route 8 is out, those people
coming from west of route 8 may find it more convenient to come across the red belt
{Bakerstown-Warendale Road), under route 8 to the four way stop in Bakerstown. Continue east
on the red belt for 2 miles to the next stop sign. Turn right onto Bairdford Road and continue for
2.1 miles to Bairdford where Bairdford Road becomes the orange belt and continue past the Deer
Lakes school complexes and to East Union Presbyterian Church as described above.

Richland Park
General location: Richland Park is located behind the First Presbyterian Church of Bakerstown.
The church is on route 8 about a mile north of the route 8 and 910 (Orange Belt) intersection.

Coming from the south on route 8 turn right at the First Presbyterian Church of Bakerstown onto
Heckert Road and continue to stop sign. Adrian’s Pizza and Bakerstown Hotel are at the corner.
Continue straight for 0.3 mile to next stop sign. Turn right onto VanVelor Drive and continue to
upper field with lights. The field is the one closest to the barn.

Coming from north on route 8 bear right to Red Belt after Tom Henry Chevrolet and continue to
stop sign. Turn left at stop sign onto Red Belt and continue to next stop sign. Adrian’s Pizza and
the Bakerstown Hotel are at the corner. Make a left at the stop sign onto Heckert Road and
contiue for 0.3 mile to next stop sign. Turn right onto VanVelor Drive and continue to upper
field with lights, The field is the one closest to the barn.

Coming from the east or west on Red Belt (Bakerstown Warrendale Road) continue to stop sign
i Bakerstown. Adrian’s Pizza and the Bakerstown Hotel are at the corner. If coming from the
east, make a right at the stop sign onto Heckert Road. 1f coming from the west, make a left at the
stop sign onto Heckert Road. Contiue for 0.3 mile to next stop sign. Turn right onto VanVelor
Drive and continue to upper field with lights. The field is the one closest to the barn.



Kelley Field

From route 8 turn onto route 228 East at Starr Lumber. Travel on route 228 for 5.6 miles until
the road Y's with route 228 bearing to the right and Saxonburg to the left. Turn left leaving 228
here and travel the main road to Saxonburg for another 1.8 miles. Turn right at Horne Avenue
(Volunteer Fire House is here and a 25 mph speed limit) and travel 0.3 miles to stop sign. Take a
quick right on Rebecca and then quick left onto Alwine. Continue on Alwine for another 1.1
miles to stop sign at Reimer Road. Make a right onto Reimer and travel 0.6 miles to Kelley

Field on the left. Park in the area to the right of the driveway. Do not park along the driveway
or along Reimer Road.

Treesdale Community Park
From route 19 travel east on the Red Belt (Bakerstown Warrendale Road) toward Bakerstown.
From route 8 travel west on the Red Belt (Bakerstown Warrendale Road) toward Warrendale.
Turn into the Treesdale development at Treesdale Drive. This will be a left if coming from route
19 and a right if coming from route 8. Continue on Treesdale Drive for 0.6 mile to The
Commons. Turn right into The Commons and take the second left at the cider house. Park at the
Community Center parking lot. Do not park at The Courtyards at Applehill or either side of
mmons Drive leading to Applehill. Violators are subject to a fine and/or being towed as
well as the league losing field privileges. The field is beyond the volleyball court and
children’s playground.
